As time goes by, once again we take stock of RAO work in yet

another elapsed year — 2010. Its main achievement can be seen

in the retention of collections at the 2009 level.

As before, our ranks keep growing, with the Society
membership already standing at more than 26,000. We can
only be proud of the trust the authors put in the work of our
organization.

In April 2010, just before the anniversary of the Victory Day,

the Authors’ Council of RAO took a decision to exempt the
public performance of war time songs during the Victory Day

festivities from the payment of royalties. As a war veteran, I take

heart from that unanimous decision of my associates, and [ am
also pleased with the support rendered by the Society to the
national cultural activities and various social projects.

In 2010, apart from RAO traditional participation in the
organization and the holding of such international musical
festivals as the «Moscow Fall» and the «St. Petersburg Musical
Spring», our Society also assisted in the holding of the «Silver
Lyre» International Festival of chamber performance in

St. Petersburg, the first «Names of Russia» National Festival of
symphonic music in Kazan, the «Sergey Rakhmaninov — Gala»
festival-concert, and many other similar events.

In addition to musical events, we supported the Sergey
Mikhalkov International Competition of best fiction writers for
teenagers and the All-Russian Intellectual Property Olympiad
for senior high-school students.

In 2010, together with Olga Budina’s Protect the Future
Endowment Fund, the Society started implementation of

a program that provides assistance to children who had been
left without parental care.

In keeping with the established tradition, RAO continues to give
gratuitous help to the child care centers — the «Victoria» Social

The completion of the state accreditation process for the
Russian authors’ rights and associated rights collective
management societies can be regarded as the last year’s
highlight. The fourth organization that received in September
2010 state accreditation for collective management of rights
was the Russian Union of Rightholders (RUR) founded by the
Russian Union of Moviemakers and RAO. The area of RUR
accreditation — the exercise of rights of authors, performers,
phonogram and audiovisual work producers to receive
remuneration for «private copying» — had been a cut-throat

competition business among several Russian societies.

After signing the cooperation, mutual representation and statistics
exchange agreements among RAO, Russian Organization For
Intellectual Property (VOIS) and RUR, and the cooperation
agreement between RAO and the Partnership for the protection
and management of resale right (UPRAVIS) in regard of visual

art works, Russia has put in place an integral system of collective
management of authors’ and associated rights.

All of these organizations have been set up by creators and
artists in order to ensure the exercise and protection of rights to
the results of creative work. These organizations are willing and
ready to assist in finding a solution to the most important social
tasks and to consolidate the efforts of Russian intellectuals
aimed at achieving definite results for the benefit of this
country’s present and future generations.

Overall, my view of RAO performance in the last year is positive.
More detail will be provided about it further down in the report.

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Like in the previous years, RAO has continued an extensive
informational work both in Moscow, and the regions of Russia.
RAO’s best experts take part in the conferences, workshops,
«round tables» and other events explaining the norms of law
and highlighting the need to observe the copyright legislation
when using the works.

At the same time, the number of lawsuits involving the
copyright violations is increasing, regrettably, with each year
which reflects on the action proceedings schedule. Therefore,
we welcome very much the support the Russian President
Dmitry Medvedev gave to the idea of creating in this country a
specialized court for intellectual property rights.

In 2010, Russian Authors’ Society, member of the CISAC, has
continued to participate fully in the work of the Confederation.

I would like to thank all my colleagues for their good joint work
for the benefit of Russian and foreign authors!

In previous years there was a high increase of royalties
collection. In 2008 it was 40,6%, in 2009 — 28,6% (see Ill. 2).
And that growth was achieved during the economic crisis.

In 2010 RAO minimum task was to maintain the same level of
collection. This goal was achieved at large. We collected
2 693 824 000 Rubles, which is only 3% less than in 2009.

This result became possible due to a number of differently
directed factors.

Our collections for some categories of rights have decreased.
The reason for this is the lasting aftermath of the economic

crisis which has almost ended. It still influences the work of
some organizations which have contracts with RAO and pay

royalties. RAO can’t neutralize these objective reasons.

At the same time RAO actively increases the number of users
which allows us to build up our collection. Our key branches of
activity are:

* propaganda of the current copyright legislation,
negotiations with users on signing license and other
contracts with RAO;

* cooperation with law enforcement bodies;

* cooperation with federal and regional state bodies;

» filing legal suits in cases of illegal usage of musical works
and other cases of copyright infringement.

Last year was challenging for RAO lawyers, just as all the
previous years. Our Legal Service was dealing with 1338 legal
cases in 2010. Over 95% of judicial decisions were in favour of
RAO.

In 2010 RAO concentrated on negotiations with cable operators
and internet providers.

As a result the number of RAO contracts with users increased
by 25%. At the end of 2010 the total number of contracts was
about 19 000.

We are going to continue our activities in these directions in
2011 and plan to increase author’s remuneration collection
due to the improving economic situation and users’ financial
condition.

In 2010 RAO distributed 2 264 159 000 Rubles and paid the
rights holders 1 750 513 000 Rubles (after tax withholding).
RAO administrative expenses, deducted from the royalties, were
22,87 %.

Annual increase of royalties collection requires a dramatic
improvement of distribution efficiency.

In 2009—2010 RAO held a full-scale rearrangement of the

distribution process:

¢ the distribution sub-divisions were rearranged in order to

service rights holders fully and more efficiently;

* RAO regulatory system and procedural framework were
changed in accordance with new legislation and CISAC
standards (Rules on the procedure for the record keeping
of rights holders and registration of works and the rights
thereon, approved by the Order of RAO General Director
Ne5 of April 28, 2010; Rules on distribution and payment of
royalties, approved by the RAO Authors’ Council Resolution
N218 of October 28, 2010);

* the procedures for the record keeping and distribution were
shifted from manual to program processing; completely new
software was introduced;

* several major users agreed to file their reports in electronic

form which allows us to use program processing of data and

distribution.

Competent specialists are always ready to provide
their assistance to authors in central and regional offices.

In case of copyright infringements we protect creators’ rights
in courts.

Every year more and more authors and their successors
entrust RAO the collective management of their rights
(seeIll. 1).

RAO plans to continue its shift to program processing of data
and to improve the methods of distribution in 2011. We also
want to increase the number of electronic services for rights
holders on the regularly updated RAO web site.

RAO is always open for dialogue with users and tries to achieve
reasonable compromise with them. We pay particular attention

to talks and negotiations with users and their unions.

In 2010 we came to agreement with unions of users (such as
Russian Hotel Association, Russian Union of Tourist Companies,
Russian Radio Academy, Association of Russian Cable Television,
All-Russian Non-Governmental Organization for Small and
Medium Business Support «Opora Rossii», Moscow Agency for

Enterprise Development) and major remuneration payers.

Our priority is to widen the net of our users and not to increase

the burden on individual payers.

RAO, together with foreign sister societies, actively participated
in multiple information, education and discussion events such
as seminars, forums and «round table» discussions. At these
events we discussed the matters of copyright and neighbouring
rights law construction, authorities of authors’ societies and
responsibility of users. This is a part of our efforts aimed

at informing users about their obligations in the sphere of
copyright, at preventing possible conflicts caused by illegal
usage of works. Being a society created by authors, RAO sees its
humanitarian mission in granting wide access to Russian and

world cultural heritage according to the copyright laws.

RAO regards foreign societies as agents of overseas rights
holders, whose rights are protected by RAO on the same basis as
the rights of its home members.

In 2010 we paid particular attention to cooperation with our
sister societies. RAO widens and improves the contractual base
for this partnership. New contracts are made and the previous
ones are amended and updated. At the present time our
contractual base includes 182 agreements with 117 societies
from 68 countries of the world.

RAO is in close contact with international organizations such
as ISAC, WIPO and UNESCO, we participate in all events
held by them, such as conferences, seminars, working group
cessions, trainings etc.

The most important event of 2010 was the CISAC inspection
of RAO compliance with the CISAC Professional Rules. RAO
successfully passed this examination. The comments and
suggestions made by the CISAC representatives were taken
into account and result in the current rearrangements and
modernization.

We would like to emphasize our growing connections with

the CIS partners. RAO hosted and trained our colleagues from
Uzbekistan, held task meetings with delegations from Moldova,
Azerbaijan and Ukraine.
